Dealership Price Drops

There was a time in my life when I thought that if I wanted to make anything out of myself, I'd be responsible for all of it by myself. I needed to know how to be the boss, the accountant, the creative director, and the salesman. Even if I hired or worked with others, I wanted to be the final say on everything. This was a brilliant strategy until three things happened. I learned I wasn't good at everything; I didn't have the energy to do everything; I failed. 

The human is a social animal and our survival and success depend on our ability to find communities of people who share our values and beliefs. 

When these communities form, trust arises. It is the community that has the greater chance of not only survival but success. In other words, asking for help is proven to enhance the possibility of our success.

Once I hit a point where I had no choice but to ask for help, things started to dramatically change. For one, I let go of the belief that I should do everything. There is not a single thing I’m doing these days that is not as a direct result of someone helping me. For example, some showed up to do specific tasks that I’m not good at---like accounting.

The more willing I am to ask for help, the more I am able to help others. I have transformed from working for myself to working for others, which, ironically, has helped me grow as an individual more than I ever imagined. Offer your strengths to others and you’ll be amazed how many people offer their strengths to you.

It happened to me recently. I was telling someone how much I had enjoyed reading Barack Obama's Dreams From My Father and how it had changed my views of our President. A friend I was talking to agreed with me that it was, in his words, "a brilliantly (精彩地)written book". However, he then went on to talk about Mr. Obama in a way which suggested he had no idea of his background at all. I sensed that I was talking to a book liar.

And it seems that my friend is not the only one. Approximately two thirds of people have lied about reading a book which they haven't. In the World Book Day's "Report on Guilty Secrets", Dreams From My Father is at number 9. The report lists ten books, and various authors, which people have lied about reading, and as I’m not one to lie too often (I'd hate to be caught out), I'll admit here and now that I haven't read the entire top ten. But I am pleased to say that, unlike 42 percent of people, I have read the book at number one, George Orwell’s 1984. I think it’s really brilliant.

The World Book Day report also has some other interesting information in it. It says that many people lie about having read Jane Austen, Charles Dickens, Fyodor Dostoevsky (I haven't read him, but haven’t lied about it either) and Herman Melville.

Asked why they lied, the most common reason was to "impress" someone they were speaking to. This could be tricky if the conversation became more in–depth!

But when asked which authors they actually enjoy, people named J. K. Rowling, John Grisham, Sophie Kinsella (ah, the big sellers, in other words). Forty-two percent of people asked admitted they turned to the back of the book to read the end before finishing the story (I'll come clean: I do this and am astonished that 58 percent said they had never done so).

The bed should be reserved as a place for sleep, but people tend to read an iPad a lot in bed before they go to sleep.

 Charles Czeisler, a professor at Harvard Medical School, and his colleagues got a small group of people for an experiment. For five days in a row, the people read either a paper book or an iPad for four hours before sleep. Their sleep patterns were monitored all night. Before and after each trial period, the people took hourly blood tests to paint a day-long picture of just how much melatonin (褪黑激素) was in their blood at any given time.

When subjects read on the iPad as compared to the paper books, they reported feeling less sleepy at night and less active the following morning. People also took longer to fall asleep on the iPad nights, and the blood tests showed that their melatonin secretion (分泌) was delayed by an hour and a half.

The researchers conclude in today's journal article that given the rise of e-readers and the increasingly widespread use of e-things among children and adolescents, more research into the long-term consequences of these devices on health and safety is urgently needed. Czeisler and colleagues go on, in the research paper, to note:"Reading an iPad in bed may increase cancer risk."
However, software has been developed that can reduce some of the blue light from the screens of phones and computers according to time of day, and there are also glasses that are made to filter (过滤) short wavelengths. While they seem like a logical solution for the nighttime tech users, it needs more research.

Bad news travels fast—when you watch the evening news or read the morning papers, it seems that things that get the most coverage are all tragedies like wars, earthquakes, floods, fires and murders.


This is the classic rule for mass media. "They want your eyeballs and don't care how you're feeling," Jonah Berger, a psychologist at the University of Pennsylvania, the US, told The New York Times.


But with social media getting increasingly popular, information is now being spread in different ways, and researchers are discovering new rules --- good news can actually spread faster and farther than disasters and other sad stories.


Berger and his colleague Katherine Milkman looked at thousands of articles on The New York Times' website and analyzed the "most e-mailed" list for six months.

One of his findings was that articles in the science section were much more likely to make the list. Those stories aroused feelings of awe(敬畏) and made the readers want to share this positive emotion with others.


Besides science stories, readers were also found to be likely to share articles that were exciting or funny. "The more positive an article, the more likely it was to be shared," Berger wrote in his new book, Contagious: Why Things Catch On.  For example, "stories about newcomers falling in love with New York City", he writes, tend to be shared more than "the death of a popular zookeeper".


"The difference between the two is due to the fact that the mass media prefer news that gets attention, while when you share a story with your friends, you care a lot more about how they react", Berger explained.


But does all this good news actually make the audience feel better? Not necessarily.


According to a study by researchers at Harvard University, people tend to say more positive things about themselves when they're talking to a bigger audience, rather than just one person, which helps explain all the perfect vacations that keep showing up on micro blogs. This, researchers found, makes people think that life is unfair and that they're less happy than their "friends".


But no worries. There's a quick and easy way to relieve the depression you get from viewing other people's seemingly perfect lives ---- turn on the television and watch the news. There is always someone doing worse than you are.
