A Guide to the University

  Food

  The TWU Cafeteria is open 7a.m. to 8p.m. It serves snacks, drinks, ice cream bars and meals. You can pay with cash or your ID cards. You can add meal money to your ID cards at the Front Desk. Even if you do not buy your food in the cafeteria, you can use the tables to eat your lunch, to have meetings and to study.

  If you are on campus in the evening or late at night, you can buy snacks, fast food, and drinks in the Lower Café located in the bottom level of the Gouglas Centre. This area is often used for entertainment such as concerts, games or TV watching.
  Relaxation

  The Globe, located in the bottom level of McMillan Hall, is available for relaxing, studying, cooking, and eating. Monthly activities are held here for all international students. Hours are 10 a.m. to 10 p.m, closed on Sundays.

  Health

  Located on the top floor of Douglas Hall, the Wellness Centre is committed to physical, emotional and social health. A doctor and nurse is available if you have health questions or need immediate medical help or personal advice. The cost of this is included in your medical insurance. Hours are Monday to Friday, 9 a.m. to noon and 1:00 to 4:30 p.m.

  Academic Support

  All students have access to the Writing Centre on the upper floor of Douglas Hall. Here, qualified volunteers will work with you on written work, grammar, vocabulary, and other academic skills. You can sign up for an appointment on the sign-up sheet outside the door. This service is free.

  Transportation

  The TWU Express is a shuttle service. The shuttle transports students between campus and the shopping center, leaving from the Mattson Centre. Operation hours are between 8 a.m. and 3 p.m. Saturdays only. Round trip fare is $1.

  By now, we are all aware that social media has had a great influence on our life. Social media websites have changed the way people communicate and socialize on the Web. However, aside from seeing your friends’ new babies on Facebook, or reading about Justin Bieber’s latest conflict with the law on Twitter, what are some of the real influences?

  Social networks offer the opportunity for people to re-connect with their old friends, make new friends, share ideas and pictures, and many other activities. Professionals use social media sites like LinkedIn to enhance their career and business development. Students can work together with their peers to improve their academic and communication skills.

  Unfortunately, there are also a few downsides to social networking. If you are not careful, immoral people can target you for cyber bullying. School children, young girls, and women can fall victim to online attacks which can create tension and suffering. If you are a victim of cyber bullying, do not be silent, but try to take appropriate legal action against the attacker.

  Many companies have prevented social networks as addicted workers can distract themselves on such sites, instead of focusing on work. In fact, studies show that British companies have lost billions of dollars per year in productivity because of social media addiction among employees.
  Also, what you carelessly post on the Net can come back to trouble you. Many companies perform a background check on the Web before hiring an employee. If a potential employee has posted something embarrassing on social media, it can greatly affect their chances of getting the job. The same holds true for our relationships too, as our loved ones and friends may get to know if we post something undesirable on social networks.
  Social media has its advantages and drawbacks as each coin has two sides. It is up to each user to use social sites wisely to enhance their professional and social life, and exercise caution to ensure they do not fall victim to online dangers.

  People with an impulsive personality (冲动人格) refer to those who tend to do things without considering the possible dangers or problems first. According to a new study by researchers at the University of Georgia, such people may be more likely to have food addiction. The study found that people with impulsive behavior weren’t necessarily overweight, but impulsiveness was related to a direct relationship with food, and therefore, less healthy weight.

  Food addiction has been compared to addictive drug use. Studies have linked the dopamine release that occurs after tasting delicious food to the dopamine release that happens when people consume other addictive substances. 

  Impulsive behavior involves several personality features. Two of these features, known as negative urgency and lack of perseverance, were particularly associated with food addiction and high BMI (Body Mass Index) during the study. Negative urgency is characterized by the tendency to behave impulsively when experiencing negative emotions. Some people might drink alcohol or take drugs. For others, it could mean eating to feel better. Lack of perseverance is when a person has a hard time finishing hard or boring tasks. People with a lack of perseverance might have difficulty attempting to change addictive eating behavior, which could also cause obesity.

“Impulsiveness might be one reason why some people eat in an addictive way despite motivation to lose weight,” said Dr. Ashley Gearhardt, a clinical psychologist. He was involved in developing the Yale Food Addiction Scale in aid of those people. “We are researching that if food addiction is really a thing, then our measure, the Yale Food Addiction Scale, should be related to helping control impulsive action,” said Gearhardt. 

Clinical psychologist Dr. James MacKillop believes that therapies used to treat addictive drug behavior could help people who suffer from addictive eating habits.

“Most of the programs for weight loss focus on the most obvious things, which are clearly diet and exercise,” MacKillop said. “It seems that dealing with strong desires to eat would help a person eat healthily.”

If you never read the classic F. Scott Fitzgerald’s novel The Great Gatsby, now is your chance to catch up — by watching the latest film adaptation. Because if there’s one sentence to sum up the film, it would be, as Fox News says in its review, “It’s just like the book”.
Director Baz Luhrmann’s main challenge was “either to find a visual equivalent for Fitzgerald’s elegant essay or to bend the material to his own exotic strengths”, a Time magazine review says. He tries it both ways. 

Considered to be Fitzgerald's representative work, The Great Gatsby explores themes of idealism, resistance to change, social change, creating a portrait of the Jazz Age or the Roaring Twenties that has been described as a cautionary tale regarding the American Dream. 

“All of Fitzgerald’s original creation finds its way into this film, even going as far to include quite a bit of the original dialogue,” US film critic Justin Taroli writes in his review. “The cast is as beautiful as the script, and the scenes are a visual feast.” Taroli adds.

The use of music is also one of the reasons to see the film. “Luhrmann is at his best mixing visual and musical styles together ,”the Fox News review said. 

For example, in one of the most outstanding scenes in the film, the first party scene, Nick walks quickly from one party guest to another party guest trying to explain all the gossip about Gatsby until he is finally introduced to the man himself, while the most stirring version of Rhapsody in Blue (composed by American musician George Gershwin in 1924) is played in the background.
