Humoody was born in Iraq. When he was two years old, his face was badly hurt and he couldn't see any more. He came to the United States to get medical care and now lives with an American family in Washington State. 

Humoody quickly learned to use a cane (手杖) to get around. He also started clicking (使发出咔哒声), sensing objects by listening for echoes (回声). To help Humoody develop this skill, his family found him an echolocation (回声定位) teacher, Juan Ruiz. Ruiz is also blind and he has been echolocating for many years. Even someone who's not blind can try it, he says. Stand facing a wall a couple of feet away. Make some noise by clicking or talking out loud. Listen carefully. Now walk a little closer to the wall and keep making your noise. Can you hear how it changes as the wall gets nearer?

Experiment with how your voice or clicks sound in different parts of your home. “Every room has a different sound to it,” Ruiz says. 

How does the sound of a kitchen or bathroom compare to the sound of a carpeted (铺有地毯的) room? What about a long hallway? The differences you hear are the same kinds of clues (线索) that blind people listen to. With lots of practice, their brains have learned to get information from these clues. 

Humoody has never let being blind slow him down. Learning how to echolocate is helping him get around more easily and safely, especially in places where he can't take his cane, like the football field.

    A team of scientists in China recently found a new kind of dinosaur. The ancient animal was three feet long, covered in feathers, and sported a mouthful of teeth. 

    The dinosaur lived on the earth around 125million years ago. The new dinosaur is a type of troodontid(伤齿龙), which is a family of bird-like dinosaurs. And it might be the oldest link(联系)between dinosaurs and modern birds.

    The scientists discovered the fossil (化石) of dinosaur in Northeastern China：Baicai Gou, Liaoning Province— a place famous for its feathered dinosaurs. Scientists are not sure if the bird-like dinosaur could fly. But it had feathers that were not symmetrical, or longer on one side than the other.

    " The same feathers are also found in dinosaurs that do not fly, and their appearance was an important event in feather evolution. " the scientists write in the study. It is widely accepted that the feathers with two different sides in shape are important for the origin (起源) of bird flight. The new dinosaur may be one of the earliest relatives of birds.

    The new bird-like dinosaur has been named Jianianhualong tengi(滕氏嘉年华龙). Scientists showed the discovery in a study published on May 2 in Nature Communications. The discovery is a great breakthrough, and it has scientists excited especially the team that found it.

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Parents of very young children know this：You catch your child in the act of stealing the cookie—the evidence of candy written on his or her face. However, you get a wide-eyed denial, “I didn’t do it!’’

Learning to tell the truth, even at the risk of punishment, is an important part of moral (道徳) development, and new research suggests it can take seven or more years for kids to get there.

Early in 2017 Professor Craig E. Smith published a study. He and his workmates chose 48 children between four and nine years of age. They told the kids a story about a boy or girl doing something wrong，such as taking a classmate’s toy or candy, and then either lying about the wrong doing to a parent or confessing (承认) it. In each case, they asked the children. How would the child feel? How would the mother feel?

The children’s answers were generally divided according to age, which is in agreement with the above research, showing a gradual growth of moral understanding in early childhood. More of the four-to-five-year-olds thought the child in the story would feel better keeping the stolen candy, lying and getting unpunished. They imagined the parent in the study would be angry with the child who confessed. However, the seven-to-nine-year-olds were more likely (可能的) to think the child would feel better confessing the crime and that the parent would have positive (积极的) feelings towards a confessor.

Smith says, “Kids of all ages who expect that a parent would feel happy about a child’s confession are more likely to tell the truth rather than lie. Reward the honesty even if you feel you must punish the wrong action.” He adds, what parents can learn from these studies is to listen calmly without getting angry right away when their child confesses.
